After a great lunch, we will tour the Fame
Recording Studios and Muscle Shoals Sound Studio, the
birthplace of the Muscle Shoals Sound and where
history was made. We will then step into the birthplace
of W.C. Handy, the “Father of the Blues.” The museum
houses his personal papers, artifacts and lots of
memorabilia. We will make our way to our hotel for the
night, the Marriott Shoals Hotel & Spa with stunning
views of the Tennessee River. Tonight's dinner will be at
Rattlesnake Saloon which is a unique dining adventure
that is set under a natural bluff shelter. As we dine, we
will enjoy a live music performance.
